Withdrawals 

All withdrawals notification should be sent to the BWF, Referee, TD and Tournament 
Organiser in writing as soon as possible – at least 14 days before first competition day (by 
11:59 PM Kuala Lumpur time). Technical Delegate can be contacted via: 
entries@bwfbadminton.org 
 
BWF Penalties may apply to withdrawals received within 14 days of the first competition 
day. Any withdrawal must be accompanied by the appropriate certification. 

Conditions of play 
The tournament will be played in accordance with BWF Laws of Badminton, Para

COVID-19 

BWF Statutes, Section 2.5.1 – Special Table of Offences and Penalties Relating to 
breaches of COVID 19 Safety Protocols applies to this tournament. 

Below are general COVID-19 safety protocols that applies to the tournament. The BWF and 
the LOC will provide more details before the tournament that may include movement 
restrictions during the tournament. 

Please be aware that the tournament takes place during the current pandemic situation with 
COVID-19. The conditions for hosting the tournament, as well as hygiene, sanitary and 
preventive measures will be those determined by the local authorities and BWF at all times. 
All participants are required to follow the rules and guidelines of the BWF, LOC and local 
authorities as a condition for participating in the tournament. If the local authorities require 
it, each participant may have to deliver a responsible declaration before participating in the 
tournament.  

Should the event be cancelled with short notice by the country’s authorities, due to the 
COVID-19 situation, beyond the control of both Badminton World Federation and the local 
organisers, neither of them will be liable for any costs related to travelling or 
accommodation made by players/officials for this event. Each member must ensure that it is 



allowed to enter Dubai in the current circumstances. It is strongly recommended that all 
participants book flight tickets with a cancellation insurance. 

Covid19 rules and regulations according to Dubai sports council-UA: 

These rules applies only in Dubai which mean all teams MUST come through Dubai airport 
to avoid any complication of quarantine in another state. 

• All teams delegations must provide PCR negative test not older than 72 hours at 
the departure airport, before arriving to Dubai airport. 

• All teams delegations will be tested free of charge (PCR test) at the arrival terminal 
in Dubai airport by Dubai health authority, they will be asked to provide an UAE 
mobile number to send the result of the test as SMS, this mobile number should be 
given which is of the LOC- Medical committee chairperson Mr. YahiaKabani:

•  Transportation will be available from airport to hotel, they must stay at their hotel 
room until we receive negative results (LOC expects test results within 24 hours). 

• Positive cases will be moved to quarantine complex and it will be medically 
managed by Dubai health authority. 

• Participants that were in close contact with a positive covid19 case will be retested. 
Their status of participation in the tournament to be determined after consultation 
with the BWF, LOC and health authorities. 

• Body temperature test at the accommodation and competition venue. 

• Covid-19 precaution procedures will be applied in hotel and competition venue 

• Covid-19 physician will be designated for ensure safety and prevention. 

•  PCR covid19 test will be repeated to all Participants on 03 & 04 April, and paid by 
participants, the cost of this test is (50) Euro. 

• Isolation room will be available in hotel and competition venue. 

• All club facilities and transportations will be sanitized regularly. 

• Face mask are mandatory all the times except when players are competing on 
court. 

• All travelers from Dubai airport should present negative PCR covid19 test not older 
than 72 hours before flight time. 

• Local organizing committee are not responsible for any cost resulting from positive 
cases such as changing flight or hotel accommodation, or quarantine. 

• All participants should fill the consent form for participation in competition and send 
it back to the organizing committee. 

• All participants should adhere to UAE Health Authority law in covid19 prevention 
rules and regulations to avoid legal consequences.

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Medical Matters 

Team doctors are allowed to practice with their national team and all prescriptions and 
investigations must be arranged through the LOC medical team.  

Importation of Medicines: The head doctor accompanying a team must provide a list of the 
medicines the team is bringing into UAE, including dosages and quantities. The list will constitute 
a statement on behalf of the Member Federation which will be retained by LOC of the 3rd Fazza 
Dubai Para-Badminton International 2021. A template form will be sent to NPCs/National 
Federations 

• Medical Services will be shared with the UAE Dubai Health Authority or another government 
body if requested. A template form will be sent soon to NPCs/ National Federations. 

• Distribution of Ice 
Ice will be provided at the competition and training venues. 

• Players under treatment by prohibited medicine in UAE (such as marijuana) should provide 
medical report with medical prescription at the airport (Dubai customs if it is requested)
